Software tools for writing draft

One of the most challenging parts in the writing
process is the beginning. Often times, the best way to
overcome this is to just to start writing ideas down.
Simple text editors are great tools for this stage by
providing simple interface without bells and whistles.
WriteMonkey (Windows) and DarkRoom (OS X) are
simple text editors equipped with selected features
optimized for the writing process.

WriteMonkey(Windows), WriteRoom (OS X)

A simple text editor has advantages over
sophisticated word processors in the initial writing
process; its lack of many layout features makes the
user focus on the content not on the appearance of a
document.

Also the text format the editor uses is better than a
specific file format, such as DOC file. Because text
format is universal, the document can be accessible
regardless of operating system or software. The
format has been used for a long time and there is no
sign that it will be deprecated in the near future. As a
result, users are assured that the document can be
accessed without worry.

WriteMonkey and WriteRoom are the simple text
editors emphasized in writing a document. They
provide the minimum features for the appearance of
a document; no menu to set different fonts or
colours. No tables or styles. They are not the usual
word processors. However, they provide useful
features carefully implemented for users to write
quickly and efficiently.
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The first feature is the full screen editing mode. The
full screen editing mode allows users to concentrate
on writing without distraction (Figure 1). The full

screen mode fills the whole screen with the text
while hiding other windows. It keeps distractions,
such as web browsers, emails and instant messages,
out of sight.

The Jumps navigation window shown in the figure
makes it easier to move around the document by
automatically generating the links to the headings
and paragraphs.

They have more features specialized for writing,
which most word processors do not have. Focus
mode shows the current paragraph bright while
other section dimmed. Typewriter scroll keeps the
cursor in the middle of the screen so the user can
focus better without moving the eyes over the
screen.

These features along with simple text format make
the initial writing process more efficient by removing
unnecessary distractions and focusing on the
content.

Software tools for brain storming and real time
collaborative editing

Google Docs with Google Cloud Connect

Once the draft is done, the revision process is the
next essential phase. When the revision involves
many authors reviewing and editing on the same
document, the process can become complicated and
time consuming. The revision of a document among
many authors is usually done by emailing the
document back and forth. However, emailing a
document results in various versions of the same
document which fills up the inbox quickly. The many
different versions may lead to confusion. Even
though Word has a simple version controlling feature
called Track Changes, it only keeps the most recent
changes not the whole editing history. So even
merging the reviewed documents in addition to the
review itself, becomes a daunting process.

Google Docs provides collaborative editing which
enables simultaneous editing by many authors. The
authors can edit the document without waiting for
the other author to finish his/her review. The editing
is in real time; if one author is editing at the same
time, the other authors can see the changes.

Also the version control system of Google Docs keeps
track of all the previous history. So the authors can
revert to any of the previous versions if necessary.

Google Docs is on the cloud; the document can be
accessed from anywhere where internet s
connected. The copy and paste to a USB stick is no
longer necessary. These features make Google Docs
an invaluable tool for collaborative editing.

However, some people are not comfortable to use
Google Docs because of its different user interface
and lack of offline access.

However, there is a plug-in that solves this problem;
Google Cloud Connect for Microsoft Office. This plug-
in enables the user to use Word to edit Google Docs
documents (Figure 2). The user can use Word user
interface to edit the document. The document is
synced automatically whenever the file is saved in
Word. The file is accessible without internet
connection. Simply edit the document and whenever
the network is connected, the file is synced
automatically. It supports the collaborative editing,
too.
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Google Cloud Connect can take advantage of both
the powerful collaborative editing of Google Docs
and familiar Word interface. As a result, the
reviewing process will be more pleasant without the
headache of emailing and merging many files.

Jam Thumbprint Cookies

e 1.5 cups unsalted butter, at room
temperature

e 1 cupsugar

e 1 teaspoon pure vanilla extract

e 3 cups all-purpose flour

e 1/4 teaspoon kosher salt

e 1 eggbeaten with 1 tablespoon water, for
egg wash

e 7 ounces sweetened flaked coconut

e Raspberry and/or apricot jam

Preheat the oven to 350 degrees F.

In an electric mixer fitted with the paddle
attachment, cream together the butter and sugar
until they are just combined and then add the vanilla.
Separately, sift together the flour and salt. With the
mixer on low speed, add the flour mixture to the
creamed butter and sugar. Mix until the dough starts
to come together. Dump on a floured board and roll
together into a flat disk. Wrap in plastic and chill for
30 minutes.

Roll the dough into 1 1/4-inch balls. (If you have a
scale they should each weigh 1 ounce.) Dip each ball
into the egg wash and then roll it in coconut. Place
the balls on an ungreased cookie sheet and press a
light indentation into the top of each with your
finger. Drop 1/4 teaspoon of jam into each
indentation. Bake for 20 to 25 minutes, until the
coconut is a golden brown.

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Writing a Thesis:
Useful
Resources,
Tools & Tips

As graduate students, at one point in time we will
be given permission to write our thesis. It
symbolizes the last few steps before obtaining our
degree. A thesis is also the summary of the research
that we have accomplished during our graduate
degree. Writing of such a document can be
daunting task. It is a lengthy document that needs
to comply with many different technical, academic
and scientific standards. The use of different tools,
specialized software and resources can simplify the
task of writing a thesis.

The most important part for preparing a thesis is
planning. This process includes a draft of the main
topics covered and most importantly, the sequence
of figures to show in the dissertation. However, the
focus of this article is not to describe how to write a
thesis, but the tools that are available to save time
and avoid headaches. For a comprehensive guide
on scientific article writing, also applicable for thesis
writing, see English for Writing Research Papers by
Adrian Wallwork.

Making Figures

Once the general outline of a thesis is drafted, one
important task is to create figures which will be
included in the document. There are a few different
strategies for creating figures. Assuming all
students have access to the Microsoft Office Suite,
the easiest way to create figures is to use
PowerPoint. The software allows for easy
placement of text associated with histograms, SDS-
PAGE, agarose gels or western blots. A
disadvantage of the software arises when copying
and pasting into your Word document, the text

Vector Graphics vs. Conventional Images

To better understand the advantage of vector
graphics, please consider the following
comparison. Conventional images (i.e. JPEG,
TIFF, PNG, etc.) are rendered (represented on
the computer monitor) pixel by pixel. This means
that an image is made up of individual dots,
called pixels, where each pixel contains
information about hue, color, brightness,
contrast, etc. This is a convenient way to
represent an image for a computer. However,
problems arise when an image is magnified or
resized to cover a larger area. For example, if the
original image is 100 pixels wide and height (100
x 100) is resized to 1000 x 1000; each pixel from
the original must therefore be stretched both in
height and width by a factor of 10 (unless the
original image had a higher resolution than 100 x
100). This results in the lost in resolution
subsequently causing blurry images. Vector
graphics on the other hand do not render images
pixel by pixel. Instead, vector graphics represent
individual elements of an image as a series of
simple lines, dots, curves, basic shapes and
polygons often referred to as geometric
primitives. In fact, a vector graphics file contains
instructions on how to draw a picture (includes
location of a geometric primitive such as location
on the x and y axis, angle, etc. in contrast to pixel
by pixel information. This method of describing
an image on the computer allows for resize
without loss of resolution such as conventional

becomes too small or pictures lose their resolution.
A few trial and error will be necessary to obtain the
ideal font size. A solution to this is to use a vector
graphics editor.

The most popular vector graphics editor is Adobe
Illustrator. However, this software is often
unaffordable for students (~200$ if you were
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wondering). An alternative to lllustrator is Inkscape
(available at http://inkscape.org), which
accomplishes the task of creating pictures in the
vector graphics format. The only problem with the
vector graphics format is when an Excel graph is
imported, it creates many (when | say many | mean
a lot!) clipping paths, shapes that cover other or
used to cut out certain segments of an image. It is
necessary to remove them if one wishes to modify
text or shapes in the Excel graph. For the novice
user, the removal of clipping paths can become
complicated. However, it is still up to you to decide
if you wish to use PowerPoint or Adobe
lllustrator/Inkscape to create your figures. |
personally use lllustrator to make modifications and
keep the font consistent in all of my figures. When
figures have been created in lllustrator, the figures
are exported as .PNG files to allow Word to import
them.

Intolerance of Sexy Peers: Intrasexual
Competition among Women by T. Vaillancourt
and A. Sharma. Aggress Behav. 2011 Nov;37(6):
569-77

Recently, an article entitled “Intolerance of
Sexy Peers: Intrasexual Competition among Women”
was published in Aggressive Behaviour. The research
was a result of collaboration between Tracy
Vaillancourt and Aanchal Sharma of the University of
Ottawa and McMaster University, respectively. Their
study aimed to shed more light on women’s passive
aggression towards other women, termed indirect
aggression, which the authors argued was due to a
woman’s need to secure a mate.

The research was divided into two studies.
Study 1 involved pairing study volunteers with a
stranger or with a friend (group 1). These volunteers,
who stemmed from varied ethnic backgrounds, were

informed the study was about conflict resolution
among women in friendships to maintain the study’s
anonymity. To monitor the discussions, the same
research assistant would come into the room,
dressed either conservatively or provocatively. The
conservative attire consisted of a short-sleeved, crew
neck T-shirt, and corduroy jeans while the
provocative clothes were a short-sleeved V-neck T-
shirt, mini-skirt and long black boots. A second group
composed of mostly Caucasian women rated the
taped reactions of group 1 toward the assistant. The
authors provided this second group with the
colloquial term “bitchy” and gave them a list of
associated behaviours that would go with such word
such as ‘death stares’, ‘back biting’ or ‘fake smiles’
among others so they could describe the conduct of
group 1. All the women who participated in this study
were 19-23 years old to represent women in the
“height of their reproductive value.” The authors
found that women did not react adversely or, as they
put it, ‘bitchy’ to the conservatively dressed assistant,
but reacted in an antagonistic manner toward the
same assistant when dressed provocatively. They also
found that this was exacerbated in the presence of a
friend, while reactions were diminished when with a
stranger.

In study 2, volunteers were aged 17-28 years
old and were also from different ethnic backgrounds.
In this study, the participants were given 3 photos:
one where the assistant was conservatively dressed,
another where she was provocatively dressed, and a
final photoshopped picture where the image of the
provocatively dressed assistant was manipulated so
she would look overweight. The authors labelled
these women as ‘conservative’, ‘sexy’ and ‘sexy-fat,’
respectively. The volunteers were asked a series of
questions, which they would provide in an answer
with a scale of 1-10. The volunteers were asked the
following questions about each of subjects in the
pictures: “How cute is she?”; “How sexy is she?”;
“How likely would she be a friend of yours?”; “How
likely would you let your boyfriend spend time alone
with her?” and “How likely would you introduce her
to your boyfriend?” Their data for this study showed
that the volunteers would less likely be friends with
either of the provocatively dressed females no
matter their appearance than with the conservatively
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dressed assistant. The volunteers were also more
inclined to introduce and let their current/future
boyfriends spend time alone with the conservative
rather than the provocatively dressed assistants.

Compared to study 1, study 2 seems to be
the only indication of sexual competition in this
project because a mate is made apparent. However,
whether colloquial or not, the authors’ choice of
wording to describe the pictures and the reactions of
the volunteers was deplorable and not fit for a
scientific journal. The article also showcased many
flaws in methodology. First, many valuable controls
were missing from study 1, making study 1 look more
like social ostracism rather than sexual competition.
It would have been interesting to see the male
equivalent of the conservative vs. provocative
dichotomy. In addition, to eliminate the possibility of
social ostracism, | think it would have been important
to monitor reactions from a male audience in the
presence of conservative and provocative assistant.
Above all, the set-up of study 1 is misleading, given
that, using the authors’” words, “most research
assistants (the role played by the confederate in
Study 1) would likely not be dressed in such a sexy
manner.” Because of this fact, it becomes hard to
distinguish between sexual and social contexts.

A major problem with both studies was the
inconsistency in volunteer backgrounds. For instance,
in study 1, group 1 consisted of varying ethnic
backgrounds while group 2 was mainly Caucasian.
This is troublesome because their nationalities and
amount of time spent living in Canada were not
stated. Someone who is not originally from Canada
might have found the provocative researcher’s
choice of clothes disrespectful. To control for this, no
matter the ethnicity, all volunteers should have been
2" or 3" generation Canadians, at least.
Furthermore, the authors failed to make a
comparison to women of other ages to see if indirect
aggression decreases with age (and subsequently,
fertility) or continues to be the same. Unlike other
studies, the authors did not monitor whether women
were ovulating, which would correlate sexual
competition with indirect aggression better.

Although this study had the potential to be
really interesting, there were many gaps in the
methodology that need to be addressed in future
studies. The fact that CIHR provided them with a
grant to conduct these series of experiments should
have prompted the authors to make something more
compelling and conclusive.
